“a”, “to”, “see”, “are”, “we”, “an”, “can”, “come”, “me”, “you”, “at”, “here”, 

“is”, “it”, “in”, “he”, “she”, “my”, “be”, “what”, “with”, “look”, “now” and all of 

the color and number words (zero through twenty). 

Math:  We are counting and writing the numbers 0-20, as well as, recognizing 

their number words.  We are working on counting forward and counting back on a 

number line. The students should recognize the order of numbers 1-20.   

Religion:  The children are learning about God’s love for all families and 

discussing how our families share His love. 

Science / Social Studies:  We are still enjoying many entertaining 

Thanksgiving and turkey songs!  We have also been working very hard on making a 

fun program for our parents to enjoy during our Thanksgiving party.  Please come 

have a gobbly-good time with us tomorrow!
